When you received the word of God, which you heard from us, you accepted
it not as the word of men but as what it really is, the word of God, which is at
work in you believers. 1 THESSALONIANS 2:13 ESV



Paul’s Message to the Thessalonians [4-5]

e Concerning

For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you abstain from sexual
iImmorality; that each one of you know how to control his own body in holiness
and honor, not in the passion of lust like the Gentiles who do not know God. 1
THESSALONIANS 4:3-5 ESV

For God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness. Therefore whoever

disregards this, disregards not man but God, who gives his Holy Spirit to you. 1
THESSALONIANS 4:7-8 ESV

e Concerning

For the Lord himself will descend from heaven with a cry of command, with the
voice of an archangel, and with the sound of the trumpet of God. And the dead in
Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught up
together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will always
be with the Lord. 1 THESSALONIANS 4:16-17 ESV
